Itinerary Details of Putha Huinchuli Peak Climbing (via Beni Darbang) 

Sep15/Day 01: Arrival in Kathmandu Airport and transfer to Hotel (1350m)  

Sep16/Day 02: Rest and prepare day for assignment & briefing  

Sep17/Day 03: Drive from Kathmandu to Pokhara (914m.) which takes aboutsix hours. You can 
also fly from Kathmandu to Pokhara, which takes about 25 minutes.  

Sep18/Day 04: Drive From Pokhara to Beni(875m)and then trek Darbang(1120m) which takes 
about five hours. 

Sep19/Day 05: Trek from Darbang to Takum(1650), which takes about six hours.  

Sep20/Day 06: Trek from Takum to Lamsang, which takes about five and half hours.  

Sep21/Day 07: Trek from Lamsang to Gurja Gaon,which takes about six hours.  

Sep22/Day 08: Trek from Gurji Gaon to Darsinge Kharka, which takes about seven hours.  

Sep23/Day 09: Trek from Darsinge to Budzunge Kharka, which takes about five hours.  

Sep24/Day 10: Trek from Budzunge to Putha Hiunchuli Base camp (4800), that is takes about five 
hours.  

Sep25/Day 11–28: Climbing period and summit to putha Himchuli(7246m)  

Oct12/Day 29: Trek from Base Camp to Budzunge Kharka,which takes about four hours.  

Oct13/Day 30: Trek from Budzunga Kharka to Gurja Gaon, which takes about five hours. 

Oct14/Day 31: Trek from Gurja to Lurang village, which takes about five, and half hours treks.  

Oct15/Day 32: Trek from Lurang Village to Takum which takes about four hours.  

Oct16/Day 33: Trek from Takum to Darbang which takes about five hours.  

Oct17/Day 34: Drive from Darbang to Pokhara(915m)which takes about three hours and then 
transfer to hotel.  

Oct18/Day 35: Drive from Pokhara to Kathmandu(1350m) which takes about eight hours and then 
transfer to hotel.

Sep15/Day 01: Arrival in Kathmandu Airport and transfer to Hotel (1350m)  

Sep16/Day 02: Rest and prepare day for assignment & briefing.  

Sep17/Day 03: Drive from Kathmandu to Nepaljung(152m) by private vehicles, which takes about 
nine hours .you, can also fly from Kathmandu to Nepaljung, which takes 45 
minutes. Moreover, transfer to hotel.  

Sep18/Day 04: Early in the morning Fly from Nepaljung to Juphal (Dolpo) then trek to 
Dunai(2230m) which takes about five hours and over night in tent.  

Sep19/Day 05: Trek from dunai to tarakot(2680m)which takes about six hours and over night in 
tent.  

Sep20/Day 06: Trek from Tarakot to Musikhola(3350m) which takes about four and half hours .  

Sep21/Day 07: Trek from Musikhola to Kagkot(3650m) which takes about Five hours  

Sep22/Day 08: Trek from Kagkot to Yak Kharka(3965m), which takes about five, and half hours 
over night in tent.  

Sep23/Day 09: Trek from Yak Kharka to Phedi(4430m)which takes about six hours over night in 
tent.  

Sep24/Day 10: Trek from Phedi to Putha Hiumchuli Base Camp(4800m)  

Sep25/Day 11-26: Climbing Period and summit Putha Hiumchuli(7246m)  

Oct10/Day 27: Trek from Putha Hiumchuli Base Camp to Yak Kharka, which takes about five 
hours. over night at tent.  

Oct11/Day 28: Trek from Yak Kharka to Ser Goan Village (3680m) which takes about five hours 
and over night in tent.  
Oct12/Day 29: Trek From Ser Gaun village to Chharka la base camp (4140m) 
which takes about five hours and over night in tent. 

Oct13/Day 30: Trek from Charkhala Base Camp to Molum Sumna (4860m) via Narbulang.You 
may watch view of Khyokium Himal from here. This takes approximately six 
hours. You may camp here.  
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Oct14/Day 31: Trek from Molum Sumna to Sangda(3710Mm) via Niwar Pass(5120m) This takes 
approximately seven hours. You may camp here.  

Oct15/Day 32: Trek from Sangda to Jaula Danda (4720m) via bhimal Lojung . This takes 
approximately six hours. You may camp here.  

Oct16/Day 33: Trek from Jaula Danda to Kagbeni(2800m) which takes approximately Six hours 
and over night in hotel.  

Oct17/Day 34: Trek from Kagbeni to Jomsom(2720M) which takes about three hours.  

Oct18/Day 35: Fly from Jomsom to Pokhara(915m), which takes about 20 minutes. Then drive 
from Pokhara to Kathmandu by tourist mini bus that takes about seven hours. You 
can also fly from Pokhara to Kathmandu, which takes about 25 minute overnight at
